Feats of Late Mr. C. H.
Titchmarsh.

Loss to Harpenden Club.

Regret will be felt {n ericketing clrcles,
particularly at Harpenden, at tﬁa death
of Mr, Charles Harold Titchmarsh, who
passed away at his sister’'s home at Roy-
ston, yesterday. He was aged 49, and
had been ill since Japuary, when he had
a stroke, from which he never fully re-
covered. His home wac at Tennyson-
road, Harpenden, and ha lenves a widow
and four sons. with wheni much sym-
pathy will be felt,

Mr. Titchmarsh was a native of Roy-
ston, being the voungest son of o well-
known cricketer of that town, He was
educated at Bishop's Stortford College,
was in the cricket team there, and in
1900 made his first appearance in the
Ferts County team In 1901 he played
seven (nnings for an average of 20.23,
but dia not turn out for the connty again
until 1806, when he played 20 innings,
and headed the avernges with 44.22,
gcoring hig first century in county cricket
—170 against Norfoik at Norwich.
LEADINQ MINOR COUNTIES

BATSMAN,

From that time onwards he was a lead-
ing figure among the hatsmen of the
Minor Counties, steadily prcgressing
until he reached his prime, in the seasons
1911-1¢, when his batting averages for the
county were 24.05, 44.37. 51.21, and 67.60.
In 1913 Mr. Titchmarsh compiled no
fewer than 21 centurfes, a number un-
approached by any other cricketer hefore
or since. That season he made 4.016 runs
all told, with an averag) of 62.75.

During the war Mr, Titchmarsh was 8
lieutenant in the A.S.C., and he only
plaved in one county match — against
Beds—in 1919, He subeequently reaumed
his place as a regular member of the
County side. and wag at the top of the
averages in six of the following seasont.
T.ast season he averaged 51.35 for 12
innings, and was second_in the batting
list for the whole of the Minor Couuties.
TJOURED AUBTRALIA.

Mr, Tikhmnrshkplﬂyed for the Gentle-
men againat the Players at the Oval in
1921, scoring 56 in the firs} innings and
28 in the second. In 192223 he toured
Australia and New Zealand with A, ©.
Maclaren's team, scoring & total of 988
in 30 innings, his average of 38.38 being
gecond only to that of A, P. F. Chap-
man, the present English captsin.

He played a great deal of club
cricket, first appearing for Harpenden
in 1809, and always remaining loyal to

the club. Hundreds of peaple visited
Harpenden Common from the surround-
ing district to gee him bat.
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Alfhough small in stature he had a
very neat style and a strong defence—he
was particularly good against fast bowl-
ing—and had most of the scoring strokes
at his command. A. C. Maclaren once
said of him that there was no other

layer who could whip a ball off his e{ -
Erows and round to leg like he could.
Most of his runs, however were nbtained
in front of the wicket. In his early days
Mr. Titchmarsh was a very good wicket-
keeper, but as a fieldsman he was not
first class, There is little doubt that ha:
hir flelding been on a par with his
hatting he would have been considered
for the highest honour. that can be
accorded a cricketer.

Mr. Titchmarsh was always veady to
give advice to youngsters, and brought
several young cricketers into prominence.
One of those who probably got their
inspiration fni\m him was C. Bray, who
recently captalped Essex against the Aus-
tralians, and lived in Cravell's.road, Har-
penden, 88 & boy. From 1920 to the time
of his death Mr. Titchmarsh was hon.
aecretarg of the Club Cricket Confercnce
fixture bureau. In business he was n3so-

. ciated for mapy years with the firm of

Spaldings, gporty outfitters.
The funeral will take placs at Royston
on Monday.
